 Jesus must always be the focus of our worship. 

4. Discipleship (John 3:10 & John 3:30) 

“And this is eternal life, that they may know You, the only true God, and 
Jesus Christ whom You have sent.” John 17:3 

 

5. Evangelism (John 3:11) 

Christ’s Theology of Salvation: 

1. A message that must be received. 

2. Learn to seek after Heavenly things. 

“And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the 
Son of Man be lifted up.” Vs. 14 

 

3. For Jesus the cross became a throne. 

4. Jesus then moves from the cross to the courtroom. 

5. People avoid the light because of fear. 

6. Belief is the bridge between fear and the light.
